·  The second phase of construction on West Folsom (CTH CC) from 34th St west to Kane Rd (CTH TT) will be take place this summer. Work zone signage will be in place with start dates. 

· A complete reconstruction of County Line Rd., between Town Hall and Kane roads, is planned. The design process is underway. This road will be built for heavy truck traffic with 28’ of paved surface. Hopeful for 2023 summer.
· Spring/summer Maintenance chip seal & crack fill roads: 33rd, 34th, Baxter St., Alter Rd., Crescent Ave., Elk Creek Rd. (from W. Folsom St. south  to Cameron St.), Kane Rd. (north of 312 to County Line Rd.), Skyhawk Dr. & Skyhawk Ct., Sportsman Dr. North, and Vine St. 
· Roads receiving crack fill only: Remington Rd., Remington Ct., Colin St., Keegan St., Mary Lane, & Town Hall Rd.
